Ten Do’s & Don’ts for ASME Volunteers

1. Don’t sign any Contracts or Agreements on behalf of ASME.

2. Do follow the Guidelines for the Preparation and Execution of Contracts.

3. Do act primarily in the Interest of ASME.

4. Do Honor your Fiduciary Duties—they are essential.

5. Don’t use ASME Letterhead without approval from a Society Officer.

6. Do Identify your own assertion as a Personal Viewpoint.

7. Do keep the President apprised of all statements made on behalf of the Society.

8. Don’t place Advertising on a Website where the ASME Logo is being used.

9. Do submit your Expenses in a timely manner.

10. Do keep in mind ASME’s Mission Statement:

“To promote and enhance the technical competency and professional well-being of our members, and through quality programs and activities in mechanical engineering, better enable its practitioners to contribute to 

the well-being of humankind.”
